2012 —7 Minnesota Wolf Hunting Season

The State of Minnesota has decided to have a hunting season on the Grey (Timber) Wolf. The
reasoning is somewhat questionable by some.

In order to lower the wolf population by a large amount initially, some advocate the wolf season
correspond with the rifle deer hunting season. Others conclude that this may reduce the wolf
population too drastically in the first year and advocate for a separate season on wolves, as is
the bear season.
